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To our social partners and grantee organizations,
Over the years, the State of Israel has experienced many crises, during which the social sector was an
integral part of its strength and resilience. It seems that the extent of the current crisis and its duration
require the foundations who fund in Israel and you, our partners, to prepare and adapt in order to continue to

operate together.

The spread of COVID-19 has drastically affected the entire world. We are also aware that you, the social
organizations here in Israel, face significant challenges and experience deep concerns about your financial
strength and ability to pursue various activities not just because of the coronavirus, but because of the

current political situation in Israel and its impact on government payments to nonprofits.

In these days, when we are required to be physically separate from one another, this letter seeks to offer a
collective and cohesive voice. It is important for us that you know that we, the donors and foundations that
fund in Israel, stand by you. We are attentive to your needs as nonprofit organizations and are committed to
your work. Your firm standing in the face of uncertainty, and your work on behalf of vulnerable populations,
inspires us to respond and assist as quickly and effectively as possible. While the current situation may have a
financial impact on funders, as well as on nonprofits, we are committed to doing everything possible to

enable continuity of financial support for social organizations and nonprofits.

The following principles will serve as a guiding light for our work to try to ensure your strong

sustainability and resilience during these challenging days:

B Compliance with existing funding commitments: We will stand by our commitments to fund
already approved activities, such as conferences or multi-participant events, even if they must change
or be cancelled in order to adhere by public health guidelines and restrictions. We understand that
cancelled events still entail costs and that you may need to re-allocate resources.

XX Flexibility: We will try to exercise flexibility and to explore options such as directing program budgets
to general operating support and advance payments where required.

B  Coordinating Expectations: We are aware it will be difficult if not impossible to measure and
evaluate your activities in the way that you originally committed to, and we will work with you to adjust
expectations and requirements as deemed fit by the current reality.

)4  Providing time for emergency preparedness and re-planning: We are aware of the time that
grant commitments, such as writing reports and meeting with donors, consume and will work with you
and make adjustments to ensure we do not waste your time with unnecessarily burdensome activities or
requirements.

>€ Full Coordination and Collaboration: We will make every effort to facilitate the most effective and

open communication.

Civil society and the philanthropic community in Israel have been through challenging times in the past. At
this time, too, we will continue to support you and do everything we can to ensure the continuity of your

important social work and the well-being of your staffs.

We believe that it is precisely in times of crisis, and in times of uncertainty, that we must come together as a

community and join hands for the common shared goals - a strong and healthy civil society.

May we all overcome this crisis together with minimal social, community and economic harm, and may we

maintain the health of our wider community.
